Attendance: No one with symptoms should attend a setting for any reason. Children – including priority groups - are encouraged to attend their education setting, unless they are self-isolating, or they are clinically vulnerable (in which case they should follow medical advice). Where the child, young person or staff member tests positive, the rest of their class or group within their childcare or education setting should be sent home and advised to self-isolate for 14 days. (see protocol)
Note: The incubation period of COVID-19 is between 2 and 14 days. This means that if a person remains well 14 days after contact with someone with confirmed coronavirus, it is unlikely that they have been infected.

The following symptoms may develop in the 14 days after exposure to someone who has COVID-19 infection:

· cough

· difficulty in breathing

· fever

· loss of smell and taste

Generally, these infections can cause more severe symptoms in people with weakened immune systems, older people, and those with long-term conditions like diabetes, cancer and chronic lung disease. There is no evidence that children are more affected than other age groups – very few cases have been reported in children.
Increasing evidence is emerging of the national evidence that now suggests the disproportionate impact that COVID-19 is having on BAME communities. According to a recent study, of the 119 known NHS staff to have died, 64% of them were from a BAME background (source: The Kings Fund). This places many staff in a significantly vulnerable positon (source IMPACT OF COVID-19 ON OUR BLACK, ASIAN AND MINORITY ETHNIC (BAME) COMMUNITIES AND COLLEAGUES – LLR SYSTEM RESPONSE AND GUIDANCE) We therefore have an enhanced risk assessment to identify additional protections for BAME people.

	Staff, students, parents/guardian, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID19
	· Drop off and pick up times are staggered. 9.00am to 3.30pm at Birch Wood School and 8.50am to 3.20pm at Birch Wood Vale for students on transport, 9.30am to 3.00pm for students being brought by parents/walkers across both sites.
· Staff at Birch Wood Grange Drive wear PPE  facemasks or visors/shields depending on the RA of the children they support
· Students at BWV are supported to adhere to social distancing
· Arrangements for drop off are communicated to staff, students and parents/carers in advance. Parents have had clear information sent through the Headteacher about staggered drop off and pick up times and social distancing rules on site when bringing children to and collecting children from school.
· Clear site signage will act as further guidance about 2 metre social distancing for escorts and parents

· Only one parent/carer attends the school.

· Students should stay on transport until staff collect them from buses and cars.

· Staff will collect students from transport. 

· Staff will collect students from parents at designated entrances -4 entrances at Grange Drive and 1 entrance point at BWV
Grange Drive Entrance Points: 

Red Zones: 1NS, 1RS far left double gate entrance on to primary playground.

Yellow Zone 1: 2DO, 1KL 3PM, 2MZ, 2RH Main Door Entrance

White Zone: 5CA, 4TP, 3JD far right gate on to secondary playground and straight in through separate classroom doors.

· Escorts no longer need to bring students in to the building and are asked to stay with students in vehicles until staff collect them.
· Parents are asked not to gather at entrance gates or doors, or enter the site unless they have a pre-arranged appointment.
· Anyone wearing non-disposable face coverings when arriving to school will be expected to bring a plastic bag to keep these in during the school day.
· The site has been divided in to different zones (see above) to support consistent grouping/bubbles. Entry points in to school support consistent groups and social distancing as students enter and leave the building

· Staff are asked to adhere to protocols for minimising adult to adult contact; including wearing PPE where students are unable to social distance.
· Suitable facilities in place for staff to rest and eat, compliant with the welfare regulations (i.e. away from desk)
· Additional hand sanitizer points are available on entry and exit to school. Handwashing facilities will be provided. 

· Anti-bac spray and wipes in rooms are available in all rooms.

· Barriers have been used to control the flow of students and staff around the building as they arrive and to support zones. 

· Barriers and sanitiser stations are used as visual reminders for staff to stop and use hand sanitizer

· Children are additionally asked to wash their hands when arriving in to school
· Signage is displayed to encourage all staff and students to keep to the left when travelling around the school and to give way at pinch points.

· Maximum capacity signage is displayed in some rooms, ie toilets

	· Students remain in their outdoor clothing until they are in their allocated classroom.

· Space out pegs so that coats/ bags aren’t touching if possible.

· Toilets at Grange Drive are shared with adjacent class or corridor toilet and limited to being shared with classes in the same zone.

· Some classrooms have their own toilet and should use only this

· No students should use staff or disabled toilet in reception. In case of child being isolated with symptoms the disabled reception toilet will be used if required as the designated toilet and cleaned after.

· There are 2 toilet areas for students at BWV one upstairs and one downstairs. Students that require personal care should use the changing room and toilet area in the Ashton House. This must be cleaned after use following the usual cleaning guidance. Staff must wear PPE
· Staff toilet blocks at BWS are limited to two users at sinks to allow distancing

	Spreading infection due to excessive contact and mixing between students and staff in classroom and during school activities
	
	· Arrangements for the day are communicated to staff, pupils and parents/guardian.
· Students will be organised into small class groups with the minimum appropriate numbers of teaching and support staff depending on needs, while adhering to the higher staffing ratios to support staff wearing PPE to take regular breaks.
· Students will be organised in the class with the minimum appropriate numbers of teaching and support staff depending on needs, while adhering to the higher staffing ratios to support staff wearing PPE to take regular breaksTeachers (and other staff) are allocated to a group and remain with their allocated group, as far as possible, during the day and on subsequent days.
· We will aim to create consistent bubbles/groupings in identified ‘zones’ of the school and play areas.

· The group distance themselves from other groups.

· Space will be maintained between students, 2m apart where possible, with seats and desks arranged to allow this.

· Pupils are allocated a desk and are seated at the same desk each day (where possible at GD, consistently at BWV)

· Pupils remain in the same classroom throughout the day.

· Any equipment used is cleaned after use, sharing of equipment should be avoided where possible.
· 3M safe teaching space will be established at front of class where possible
·  A seating plan will be devised to  maintained space between students, 2m apart where possible, with seats and desks arranged to allow this.
· If contact is necessary supervising staff will wear a fluid-resistant surgical mask (type IIR) and gloves and apron if appropriate as identified in the RA. 
· Aerosol Generating Procedures (AGP) should only be undertaken and supported by staff who have been fit tested with FFP3 masks. AGP should be done in a separate well ventilated room wearing full PPE including gowns, which is cleaned after use (parent room is the identified space)

· Activities which prevent the use of appropriate PPE and safe social distancing should be avoided, ie use of hydro pool or assessed on an individual basis
· The amount of take-home resources will be limited

· The sharing of stationery and other equipment will be prevented where possible 

· Staff to have own lidded cups, crockery and cutlery. Avoid using/sharing school crockery/cutlery etc. Bring lunches in containers that can be eaten out of directly or disposed of. Take personal items home daily
· Student lunches will be collected from servery following the schedule and eaten in classrooms
· Student will be reminded of respiratory etiquette and disposal of tissues in lidded bins.
· We will aim to create consistent bubbles/groupings in identified ‘zones’ of the school and play areas.

	· Everyone will be asked not to come into school if they or anyone they live with is experiencing coronavirus symptoms, and instead follow official self-isolation guidance. Regular reminders will be given about this.

· Anyone self-isolating with symptoms will be encouraged to access testing, and the school will help them do this.
· If a symptomatic person comes into school, they will be sent home immediately or isolated until they can be picked up. 999 will be called if they are seriously ill or injured or their life is at risk.
· In the case of a symptomatic student- who needs to be supervised before being picked up: see procedure attached

· Keep a distance of 2m, supervising staff will wear a fluid-resistant surgical mask (type IIR) 3 provided daily.
· Supervising staff will also wear disposable gloves and a disposable apron
· Wear eye protection, goggles or visors.
· Supervising staff will change their PPE and wash their hands thoroughly for 20 seconds after the pupil has been picked up.
· Only in exceptional circumstances will staff take symptomatic children home themselves, and in this case one of the following steps will be taken:
· The driver and passenger will maintain a distance of 2m from each other; or The driver will use PPE (the same PPE as when supervising a symptomatic pupil, as explained above) and the passenger will wear a face mask if they are old enough and able to do so
· A deep clean will take place in the areas that the symptomatic person has been in, and PPE will be disposed of properly, following decontamination guidance.
· If a student or a staff member working with students tests positive for coronavirus, the rest of their pupil ‘bubble’ group will be sent home and advised to self-isolate for 14 days and/or get tested (as will any staff member who looked after them in school while they were symptomatic). 
· If other cases are detected at school, the local health protection team from Public Health England will be in touch to advise on appropriate action, such as asking more people to self-isolate.

	· Staff will take students out to parents and transport. 
· Home school diaries will no longer be used. Staff will communicate with parents about their child’s day via tapestry.

· There will be signage and floor marking to support to support this

· Parking arrangements and exit points will further support social distancing (see zones)

	Spreading infection due to touch, sneezes and coughs
	
	· Handwashing facilities will be provided. Hand sanitiser at entrances and exits to the school and anti-bac spray and wipes in rooms.
· Everyone in school will:

· Frequently wash their hands with soap and water for 20 seconds and dry thoroughly using NHS guidelines, or use alcohol-based hand sanitiser to cover all parts of their hands
· Clean their hands on arrival, before and after eating, and after sneezing or coughing
· Be encouraged not to touch their mouth, eyes and nose
· Use a tissue or elbow to cough or sneeze, and use lidded bins and/or bags for tissue waste
· Students will be encouraged to learn and practise these habits ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ in lessons and by posters put up across the school.
· Help will be available for any students who have trouble cleaning their hands independently. Young children will be supervised during hand washing.
· Supplies for soap and/or hand sanitiser, disposable paper towels and tissues will be topped up regularly and monitored to make sure they’re not close to running out. 
· Antibacterial wipes for surfaces are available in all classrooms
· Staff can submit a replenishment request form.
· Lidded bins for tissues will be emptied throughout the day.

· Items that need laundering (e.g. towels, flannels, bedding) will be washed regularly in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions, on the warmest water setting. These items will not be shared between children between washes.
· Areas of the school that are used by students will be cleaned thoroughly at the end of the day. 
· Classes are provided with cleaning materials and are encouraged to ‘clean as they go’. 
· Where possible areas of the school not in use will be shut off to make cleaning more manageable.
· Unnecessary items, soft furnishings, soft toys and other toys that are hard to clean will be removed from areas being used and stored elsewhere. 
· Soluble laundry bags have been provided for transport of laundry from classes.
· Any equipment that is shared will be cleaned between groups of children using it and multiple groups won’t use it simultaneously.
· Shared rooms which are in use, will be cleaned between different groups using them.
· Soft play, the gym and hydro pool at Grange Drive are out of use and usage assessed on an individual basis
· If a person with coronavirus symptoms comes into school, a deep clean will take place in the areas that the person has been in, following decontamination guidance.
· Cleaning supplies will be topped up regularly and monitored to make sure they’re not close to running out.
· Teachers will wash their hands and surfaces before and after handling students’ books.

	· Pupils to wash hands before and after eating/drinking.

· Allocation of dedicated areas outside for small groups related to zones.

· Levels of supervision considered- higher staff ratios in place
· Procedures identified when First Aid is required.

· Pupil groups will have staggered break and lunch times to avoid too many students being in one place at the same time. Timings identified and communicated.

· Students will be supervised at all times to ensure mixing between groups doesn’t occur, and they will be reminded about the rules throughout the day.
· Rooms will be accessed directly from outside where possible, and any corridors will have a divider separate bubble zones to keep groups apart.
· Lunch will be brought to students in their classrooms.
· All students at BWV have a packed lunch
· Staff use of staff rooms and offices will be staggered to limit occupancy. The gym has been identified as an additional break out space for staff at Grange Drive. The science lab has been identified as an additional space at BWV
· Staff and contractors not working with pupil groups will be asked to maintain 2m distances from each other and from the pupil groups.
· Arrangements for ‘wet breaks’ considered.

· Use of toilets to ensure that social distancing is maintained as far as practicable, consider how numbers using the facilities will be monitored.

· Hand washing arrangements/use of sanitiser provision.

· Flexibility on length of breaks

· Lunch ate in student’s classroom and collected by staff. Antibacterial wipes used to clean the area following the consumption of food.

· Cleaning regimes to be established for after eating packed lunches and snacks

	· Checks to the premises will be done to make sure the school is up to health and safety standards before reopening.
· Fire, first aid and emergency procedures will be reviewed to make sure they can still be followed with limited staff and changes to how the school space is being used.
· Areas in use will be well ventilated by opening windows or using ventilation units. Doors will be propped open, where fire safety and safeguarding wouldn’t be compromised.
· The use of lifts will be avoided unless essential.
· Lidded bins and/or plastic bags will be provided in classrooms and other key locations to dispose of tissues and any other waste.
· Outdoor space will be used for exercise and breaks, and for education where possible.
· Cleaning materials are provided for outside equipment

	Staff, student and visitors may become infected.
	· Posters are displayed throughout the school in handwash areas advising all students and staff to wash their hands after using the toilet, before and after handling food, after touching any animals and any other actions which may increase the risk of infectious disease, such as coughing or sneezing.
· Sufficient amounts of soap and washing liquids, warm water and paper towels are supplied in toilets and kitchen areas.
· Students and staff are encouraged to wipe their mouths and noses with tissues after sneezing or coughing, and to dispose of these using the lidded bins provided around the school.
· Students will be educated on best practice for personal care & protecting others
· All food preparation and eating areas are thoroughly cleaned and disinfected before and after use.
· Students will not share cutlery, cups or food. 
· All cutlery and cups are thoroughly cleaned before and after use.
· Hand sanitiser is available
· Cleaners are employed by the school to carry out daily, thorough cleaning that follows national guidance, is compliant with the control of substances hazardous to health (COSHH), and the school’s Health and Safety Policy.
· Additional cleaning from mid-morning to mid-day
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	SLT to review the Government guidance daily (Coronovirus outbreak) and take relevant action when required.
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	Inappropriate cleaning of bodily fluids
	Staff, student and visitors may become infected.
	· All cleaners are informed how to use personal protective equipment (PPE), which is provided by the school. 
· Any spillages of bodily fluids are cleaned up immediately using paper towels, which are discarded as clinical waste in the first aid area.
· Mops are never used to clean up any bodily fluids.
· Any member of staff cleaning up bodily fluids will wear PPE, including gloves and a disposable apron.
· A combination of disinfectant, detergent and warm water is used to clean the affected area.
· The surface is rinsed and dried properly, and a wet floor sign is displayed to prevent any trip hazards.
· Any disposable PPE used, such as latex gloves and plastic aprons, are discarded as clinical waste after use.
· All clinical waste is disposed of using clinical waste bags, which should become no more than two thirds full and sealed after filling, and if necessary are stored in a secure location ready for collection, (outside premises office).
· Following the cleaning up of bodily fluids, all members of staff and/or students involved are instructed to wash & sanitise their hands >20 seconds.
· If necessary, any students’ soiled clothing is hygienically bagged using soluble wash bags and given to the parents/carers at the end of the school day. 
· No member of staff will ever clean or rinse a pupil’s soiled clothing.
· Staff are requested to have a spare change of clothes to school
· Any staff soiled clothing is hygienically bagged using soluble wash bags
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	Inappropriate first aid
	Staff, student and visitors may become infected.
	· A first aider will NOT be treating a person who has the symptoms of COVID-19 as specified by the NHS and Government unless life threatening condition use St John’s ambulance guidance (link at end of document).
· For any illness, any medicine administered at the school is done so by a trained member of staff, and in accordance with the procedures outlined in the Administering Medicine Policy and Supporting Students with Medical Conditions Policy. (All students receive their first dose of medication at home to ensure that they do not have an allergic reaction).
· If a child presents symptoms of COVID-19 they will be isolated 2m away from people and parents called to collect them (in parent room at GD and single office in reception BWV- with staff sat outside the room observing) Please see attached procedure.
· Staff supporting them will wear PPE including facemask, shield and scrubs.

· Any staff who display signs of infection are sent home immediately and are advised to seek a test. They should inform school immediately of their test result.
· SLT will be informed of the above situations

· Persons who have symptoms will isolate for 7 days and will not be in school. They will be recommended to get a test and inform school immediately of the results. See procedure attached
· The first aider will wash their hands for at least 20 seconds with soap and water. 

· Nitrile Gloves conforming BSEN455 will be worn to deliver first aid.

· Latex gloves will be avoided to remove the risk of allergic reaction.

· The first aider will cover any cuts on their hands with water proof plasters.

· The first aider will avoid putting their fingers in their mouth and touching their face.

· The first aider will avoid touching any part of a dressing that will come in contact with a wound.

· The first aider will wear PPE including goggles conforming BSEN 166.1b.3 to prevent bodily fluids being splashed into the eyes.

· After each first aid treatment is given all equipment and surfaces, including goggles used will be cleaned down using either a combined detergent disinfectant solution at a dilution of 1000 parts per million (ppm) available chlorine (av.cl.) or a neutral purpose detergent followed by disinfection (1000 ppm av.cl.) the google and visor will be rinsed with clean water after being disinfected.
· After using the face masks, aprons and gloves they will be correctly doffed and placed straight into grey contamination control bins for professional collection. 

· Face masks and gloves will only be used for 1 treatment of first aid they will not be used to treat a second person requiring first aid.

· First aiders have been given information on how to correctly don and doff their PPE.

· No food will be stored or eaten in the first aid room.

· After first aid treatment is given and cleaning has been completed the first aider will wash their hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds before commencing any further work.

· There is a dedicated room for first aid that will be used solely for first aid treatment to help prevent bodily fluids contaminating other parts of the building.

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	Poor management of infectious diseases


	Staff, student and visitors may become infected.
	If a pupil or staff member is suspected of having an infectious disease, they are instructed to contact the NHS for further advice and are sent home where appropriate. Staff will be advised to be tested

 If a parent/carer informs the school that their child(ren) has a reportable infectious disease, other pupils are observed for similar symptoms, and a letter is sent home to all parent/carers informing them of the situation.

Parents/carers of a pupil returning to school after a reportable infectious disease will inform the school.

Parents/carers will be advised not to send child(ren) to school if they: display signs of being quite unwell, have an untreated infectious disease, require medication such as paracetamol, are vomiting or have diarrhoea, or are still within the recommended minimum period to stay away from school.

In the event of any outbreak of an infectious disease or food poisoning, the school will inform the Consultant in Communicable Disease Control (CCDC) and/or the Environmental Health Officer (EHO).

All parents/carers are encouraged to have their child(ren) immunized and NHS guidance.

If any pregnant (not to attend work during pandemic) or poor health member of staff develops any signs of infectious disease or comes into contact with any individual who has an infectious disease, they are advised to see their GP and get tested

If Pupil or member of staff is diagnosed with infectious disease SLT to take guidance from relevant health organizations and close the school after speaking with the public health England. Parents, pupils and staff to be informed.

Staff who have come into contact with a person with COVID-19 encouraged to wash hands and remove clothing to be washed upon arriving home ensuring that other members of the household are not in vicinity. Staff also have option of changing clothes and showing at work. School staff T-shirts are available.
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	A cleaning contractor is employed to carry out rigorous cleaning of the premises. Cleaning equipment is maintained to a high standard and is colour coded according to area of use. Personal protective equipment (PPE) to be worn.

1. All students have R/A which identifies possible risk of this and measures are taken such as additional wearing of visor/goggles. Individual behaviour support approaches are used to manage these situations, staff will communicate with SLT via an email titled ‘support with behaviour’, which will be followed up with debrief and update of RA to identify possible new strategies. Students will have been prepared as far as possible with social stories, videos and photos of staff wearing PPE. Students who cannot tolerate PPE, cannot socially distance or be managed safely will not come into school whilst the rate is amber or above. This will be decided through a debrief as above with SLT.
2. As above. Any member of staff who feels precautions have been breached should report any symptoms immediately and be tested. Contaminated PPE should be changed as described above. Staff should be able to change clothes and shower either at home or in school as their preference.
